BOARD MINUTES

June 9, 2008

The regular meeting of the Wakefield Board of Education was called or order by President Victor at 7:01pm with the following members present:  Bartels, Bebee, Cloninger, Christensen, Lunz and Victor. Others present were Superintendent Heimann, Elementary Principal Patzel and Recording Secretary Marcia Kratke.

President Victor informed the group of the Open Meetings Act which was posted and accessible to all members of the public as required by LB898. All board members were given advance notice of the meeting and the meeting notice had been published in a timely manner prior to the meeting date.

Motion by Bartels, seconded by Bebee to approve the consent agenda as presented. President Victor stated the motion and the result of a roll call vote being all ayes, motion carried. Bills were approved for June as follows:  General:  $210,162.27; Lunch:  $5,791.61; Payroll:  $159,116.48; Bond:  $8,727.50; Cooperative:  $5,837.14; Employee Benefit:  $183.60; and Special Building:  $2,800.00.

Elementary/Secondary Principals’ Report

Mr. Patzel and Mr. Heitz are in the process of updating assessment data and school improvement data. End of the year reports to the Nebraska Department of Ed are being completed. A data retreat is scheduled for July 7-8 to review action plans with several staff members.

Motion by Bebee, seconded by Bartels to approve the technology purchases as presented for 2008-09. President Victor stated the motion and the result of a roll call vote being all ayes, motion carried. Due to heavy use of the portable computer labs we will be adding a third cart for students’ use. 
Motion by Christensen, seconded by Cloninger to appoint Dr. Heimann, Superintendent of Schools, as the authorized representative for all local, state, and federal programs and documents beginning July 1, 2008. President Victor stated the motion and the result of a roll call vote being all ayes, motion carried. 
Motion by Bebee, seconded by Bartels to appoint Dr. Heimann, Superintendent of Schools, as the Title IX compliance coordinator. President Victor stated the motion and the result of a roll call vote being all ayes, motion carried.

Motion by Christensen, seconded by Bartels to approve the activity sponsors for 2008-09.

Motion by Bartels, seconded by Bebee to hire Donna M. Johnson and Bree Brown as elementary paraprofessionals. President Victor stated the motion and the result of a roll call vote being all ayes, motion carried.

Motion by Bebee, seconded by Cloninger to hire Carol Kielty as an aide in the media center. President Victor stated the motion and the result of a roll call vote being all ayes, motion carried.

Motion by Christensen, seconded by Bebee to approve the hiring of Bill Brazie as part-time custodian. President Victor stated the motion and the result of a roll call vote being all ayes, motion carried.

Motion by Lunz, seconded by Bebee to approve the 2008-09 certified staff negotiated agreement with the base salary set at $28,400 plus benefits. President Victor stated the motion and the result of a roll call vote being all ayes, motion carried.

Motion by Bebee, seconded by Bartels to set the elementary principal’s salary at $67,000 plus benefits for 2008-09. President Victor stated the motion and the result of a roll call vote being all ayes, motion carried.

Motion by Bebee, seconded by Bartels to set secondary principal’s salary at $71,000 plus benefits. President Victor stated the motion and the result of a roll call vote being all ayes, motion carried.

Motion by Christensen, seconded by Bartels to set the superintendent’s salary at $98,500 plus benefits. President Victor stated the motion and the result of a roll call vote being all ayes, motion carried.

Motion by Lunz, seconded by Bartels to enter into execution session at 8:14 to conduct the second evaluation of the superintendent as required by board policy. President Victor stated the motion and the result of a roll call vote being all ayes, motion carried.

President Victor again restated the reason for executive session.

Motion by Bartels, seconded by Bebee to reconvene in regular session at 9:08pm. President Victor stated the motion and the result of a roll call vote being all ayes, motion carried.

Motion by Bebee, seconded by Christiansen to adjourn at 9:15pm. President Victor stated the motion and the board adjourned by acclamation.
