Health Science Scholars Program
The Health Science Scholars Program is a one-year program awarded to academically promising students interested in health science careers.  Scholarship recipients will be granted tuition for their freshman year.
Scholarship recipients who successfully complete the Health Science Scholars Program at UNK will have the opportunity at the end of their freshman year to submit a formal application to the UN-PATHS Program (Nebraska University Pre-Admission to the Health Sciences), a cooperative program with the University of Nebraska Medical Center.
ELIGIBILITY REQUIREMENTS

· Admitted to UNK by February 1, 2009 based on the UNK Admission policies
· Complete the Health Science Scholarship Application by February 1, 2009

· Membership in a racial, ethnic or cultural group underrepresented in health careers OR demonstrated background of economic disadvantage AND first from family to attend four year institution.

· Composite ACT must meet at least 22 OR composite SAT score of at least 1050 AND rank in the upper one half of their high school graduating class.

· Must have at least a 3.0 Cumulative GPA from high school

· Demonstrated academic promise and the ability and motivation to achieve success in higher education and a health sciences career
· Preference will be given to residents of the state of Nebraska

APPLICATION PROCESS
· Candidates may apply by accessing the application on the UNK Health Science Programs Web Site at http://www.unk.edu/acad/health_prog/ or by requesting a paper application 

· Scholar selection will be completed by March 1, 2009

· The application will consist the following information: resue information including experiences and activities, academic course work, class rank, GPA, ACT/SAT scores (including high school transcript) and personal essays that will address membership in a racial, ethnic cultural group in health careers OR demonstrated background of economic or education disadvantage AND first from family to attend a four-year institution.
