Dear Parents/Guardians,

Recent changes in assessment procedures and state-accountability have lead Nebraska to completely
revamp how student progress is measured. Over the last few years, students were able to take
locally developed assessments to determine their individual level of proficiency. As federal
accountability has gotten more stringent, it has been determined that our previous way of
assessment was not appropriate. The state of Nebraska decided to modify their assessment process
by using an electronic assessment tool one time during the school year.

This assessment is called the NeSA-R (Nebraska State Assessment in Reading) which will begin on
March 30™. We will also be piloting the NeSA-M (Nebraska State Assessment in Math) which will
be required for the 2010-2011 school year.

In order to ensure our students are well-prepared for the test, we ask that you support us in your
home. During the scheduled assessment time, please be sure your child gets adequate sleep.
Research indicates children should get between 10-11 hours of sleep per night. In addition to
enough sleep, we ask that your child eat an adequate breakfast either at home or come to school
early to eat.
