CRITERIA:

· Membership in a racial, ethnic, cultural group
· Resident of the State of Nebraska

· Graduate of a Nebraska high school

Selection is based on the students academic record, financial need and additional info. The typical award is between $2,000-$4,000 a year up to four years.  

          APPLICATION DEADLINE: FEBRUARY 1, 2009

         Scholar selection will be completed by March 1, 2009.

REQUIREMENTS:

· Take ACT or SAT on or before December 2008 national test dates.  Indicate UNK as one of the institutions to automatically receive your scored from the testing agency.
· Meet UNK’s minimum academic merit scholarship standards of a 23 or better composite on the ACT and rank in the top 30% of the graduating class.  HOWEVER, applicants who do not meet one or both of the minimum standards can apply and will be given full consideration.

· Apply for admission. (Students must be admitted to UNK by February 1, 2009)  Submit you Application for Admissions, an official high school transcript, and ACT/SAT scores to the UNK office of Admissions by February 1.  Mail items to:
